REMEDIAL MATH
Students without the prerequisite department placement score on Test 1 or SAT/ACT scores, and whose program requires one of the above Math courses will be placed into a remedial course: MATH 0001 (out-of-state students) or MATH 0045 (in-state students). Student’s whose program does not specify a math course may enroll in MATH 1050, which does not require a placement score. MATH 2228 also does not require a placement score. Students should consult the university catalog/academic advisor before enrolling in any mathematics course.

PREVIOUS PLACEMENT CRITERIA

Students admitted prior to 2021-22 who have not yet taken a math course or have taken one which does not require placement (i.e., 1050 or 2228) may request to take the departmental placement exams. They may also be placed using the criteria in place when they enrolled (for standardized test criteria, please see previous page).
MATH PLACEMENT VIA HIGH SCHOOL GPA
Students admitted during the 2020-2021 academic year may be placed using High School unweighted GPA.  A GPA of 2.96 or higher places the student into Math 1064, 1065, or 2127.  Students need to provide their High School transcript showing their unweighted GPA to their Advisor. Students who were admitted prior to 2020-2021 may also be placed using unweighted high school GPA. Unweighted high school GPA cannot be used to place into 1083, 2119, 2121, or 2171.
